When you help those Chinese students and your
people, that is the time that you repay me.” What a profound
statement! Mom, I just want to tell you that I have taken your words
seriously in my heart, and I have been helping my people from
Hong Kong, Taiwan, and Mainland China through my ministry.
When Sue and I got married, you were the one who coordinated
everything for us so that we would have a memorable wedding.
Your generosity and kindness really touched our hearts. Almost
every year, you would baked a cake for us before Thanksgiving and
