Mrs. Dodson was born in Halifax County, VA on October 19, 1934, a daughter
of the late Norman Davis and Beatrice Shaw Davis. She spent most of her life
in the Danville area where she worked as a lab technician at Danville
Memorial Hospital until her retirement after 34 years of service. After her
retirement she helped her daughter at Big Daddy’s Dinner making pies and
helping customers. 

Mrs. Dodson was an avid participant in many activities, including playing
softball for the hospital in the City Softball League. She found joy in camping,
cultivating flowers, and cooking. Additionally, she was an active member of the
Good Sam's Camping Club and the Danville Memorial Hospital Retirees Club.
She was a member of the former Forest Lawn Baptist Church where she sung
in the choir. 

On December 25, 1953 she married Howard Nelson Dodson, who died on
April 9, 2021. 

Even after her decline in health with dementia, she was able to recall her
family and her cross country trip that her and her husband, Howard took



together.
