It is with deep regret that I shall be unable to be in Danville for my
sister's memorial service on February 19, 2016. Since having
learned of Kathy's untimely death on February 15, I have been
unable adequately to articulate my sorrow to the members of my
immediate family, though I trust Butch, Kristen, and Mr. B. know that
my grief has been -- and is -- nearly overwhelming.
