Ralph “Lee” McCubbins, Jr., 43, of Danville, VA died unexpectedly on
Thursday, December 26, 2013 in Afghanistan while working for Pax Mondial
contractors. 

Lee was born in Danville, VA on February 26, 1970. Son of Ralph Lee
McCubbins, Sr. and wife Deborah of Axton, VA and Cynthia Stowe Inman and
husband Jerry of Columbia, SC. 

Lee worked for the Danville City Police Department from 1994 until 2009
where he was a member of the SWAT team and the K-9 Unit. After leaving the
police department he went to work in Chantilly for two years, then went to
work in Afghanistan for Pax Mondial where he handled bomb sniffing dogs.
He started his journey of faith at Swansonville United Methodist Church then
later in life he was a member of the Tabernacle. 

 

In addition to his parents and step parents, Lee is survived by a daughter,
Victoria Logan McCubbins of Danville, VA; a sister, Julie A. McCubbins of
Axton, VA and fiancé Woodie Ferguson of Spencer, VA; and a brother, Jeremy
Daniel Inman and wife Maggie of Columbia, SC.
